Meditations (From the Great Canon of St.
Andrew)

I persist in caring only for my outer garment, while
neglecting the temple within — the one made in the
image of God.

Through love of pleasure my image has been
deformed and the beauty of my inward being has been
ruined.

A woman will search her house for one lost coin
until she finds it. But in me has been the lost the
beauty of my original image, buried in my desires.
Come now, O Savior, help me search to recover it.

Like the sinful woman I cry to Thee, O Savior: “I
have sinned.” I alone am responsible for having
sinned against Thee! Accept my tears as Thou didst
accept hers when she came to anoint Thy feet.

Like the Publican I cry to Thee: “Have pity on me,
O Savior.” Have pity on me, for among the children of
Adam none have sinned more than I!

I have no tears, no change of heart, no remorse — O
my God and Savior, grant these to me.

O Lover of mankind, Whose wish it is that all be
saved, in Thy goodness receive me as I return to Thee.
Give ears to the groaning of my soul, and accept the
tears that fall from my eyes, O Savior, and save me.
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The church service for this Sunday is devoted to the
memory and glorification of the spiritual efforts of
Saint Mary of Egypt, who "has cut down with the
sword of abstinence the desires of your soul and the
passions of your flesh. You have choked your sinful
thoughts with the silence of the ascetic life, and you
have watered all the wilderness with the streams of
your tears, and caused the fruits of repentance to
spring up for us" and "with works of Lenten
fasting". "

In her life the Holy Church pays attention to two
contrasts: on the depth of her sinful falling and on
the height of her graceful rising, that it points out
that true repentance wipes away the very heaviest
sins, and can uplift the repenting trespasser to a high
degree of spiritual perfection.

Inspiring those who fast with the necessity of
charity, the Holy Church hymns: "The Kingdom of
God is not food and drink, but righteousness and
abstinence with holiness; therefore the rich shall not
enter into it, but those who entrust their treasures
into the hands of the needy.” This is what David the

prophet teaches us saying: the righteous man shows
mercy all day, his delight is in the Lord, and
walking in the light he will not stumble. All this
was written for our admonition, that we should fast
and do good, and the Lord will reward us with
heavenly things instead of earthly things".

The Resurrection gospel proclaims the
approaching time of the coming Passion of Christ,
and the Epistle reading explains the saving actions
of the offering of the Savior on the cross. With
these reminders of the parable about the rich man
and Lazarus and suffering, death and resurrection of
the Savior, the Holy Church relates the fifth Sunday
to a relationship of the coming end of the Lenten
effort with the memory connected to Him.
