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As winter strengthens its hold upon our land, while
nature rests under its mantle of snow, it is good to
think about life that will never die — the life that has
been given to us, as well as to all who thirst for it,
by Jesus the Messiah.

In the Epistle by St. Paul to the Colossians 1:12-
18, he guides our meditation on this theme that we
might be “partakers of the inheritance of the saints
in light: Who have delivered us from the power of
darkness and have reestablished us into the
kingdom of His dear Son.” Yes, indeed, the days
are short at this time of the winter solstice. What
better time to think about the kingdom of Light,
which has been opened to us by the coming of the
Christ Child.

At a time when the shadows are long and deep,
what comfort it is to affirm together with St. Paul
that God the Father has delivered us from the
dominion of darkness and transferred us to the
kingdom of His beloved Son, in whom we have
redemption, the forgiveness of sins.

And lest we think that this is but a dream from
which we shall awaken as lost and desperate as
when we fell asleep, St. Paul declares with all
conviction and authority: “He is the image of the
invisible God, the first-born of every creature; for
by Him were all things created, that are in heaven,
and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether
they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or
powers; all things were created by him, and for him:

And he is above all things, and by him all things
consist.”

Thus in receiving and following Jesus we have
this firm assurance that our efforts ought not to
consist of trying to push out shadows, depression,
sadness. Instead, we must rest in Christ. Note that
resting in Him takes effort. It is not a passive, but
an active resting. In Him everything ultimately
plays its appropriate role in helping us attain our
place in the magnificent and panoramic design of
the Master-Painter, God. Finally, we shall be full of
strength, of creativity, of love, of peace and of
tranquility forever. This is His promise to us. (from
the Orthodox Herald)

One lesson that we learn in commemorating
Theophany is that our Lord sanctified all the
universe by His baptism in the River Jordan. We
have discovered that all the universe is our home.
We are at home in it because it belongs to God, our
Eternal Heavenly Father.

In Ephesians 4:7-13, St. Paul shows us that all
the universe is filled with Christ, who “ascended far
above all the heavens” and also “descended into the
lower parts of the earth”, “that He might fill all
things”... Thus, to live in Christ is not something
exotic and strange.... To live in Christ is the most
natural thing in the world, for it is He Who made
the world for us to live in and it is full of Him.

Each time we awake and begin our day by doing
the things our daily routine requires, we start our
life in Christ once again. It is as simple as that. We
wash up, get dressed, pray, prepare our meal, eat, --
and each and every one of these actions is part of
our life in Christ.

Let us determine to be conscious of where we
live. Let us live joyously, paying heed to the needs
and the lives of others around us — and to this earth
in which we shall live until our Lord, the Good
Shepherd, calls us beyond this world to live even
more fully in His mystery which shall never end.
Let us help each other to be conscientious
participants in our community — to live together as
God’s beloved children, who do not dwell in
darkness but who know the infinite love and
unspeakable wisdom of the Trinity in Whose Life
we share.
