The Protection of the Mother of God

On October 1/14 we commemorate a Holy Day that
is of special significance to us. It is the feast of the
Protecting Veil of the Mother of God (Pokrov). It
reminds us that the Mother of God protects us not only
from distress but when we are in suffering and danger.
This was shown in the protection she offered the
worshippers in the Blachernae Church in Constantinople
(where her robe, veil and part of her belt were preserved)
when she appeared with a scarf stretched over her
outstretched arms and inspired the people to repel an
invasion of their city by the Saracens in the year 911.
The vision was seen by St. Andrew and his disciple
Epiphanios. They saw her walking toward the ambo
accompanied by St John the Baptist and St John the
Theologian along with other saints and choirs of angels.
On reaching the center of the church, the Mother of God
knelt down and prayed for a long time, with tears
streaming from her face. Then she stood and went
before the altar table and again prayed. Then she



removed the veil over her head and held it high,
stretched over her arms, in a gesture of prayer and
intercession for those present in the church.

At Matins we hear: “As they beheld the Queen of all
... with outstretched arms in the air, she prayed for the
peace of the world, the confirmation of Orthodox
Christians, and the salvation of our souls.”

As a result, this commemoration was instituted to
remind us both of this event and of the Mother of God’s
constant protection, whenever we prayerfully seek that
protection and shelter in our distresses.

In the church service for this day we pray,
“Remember us in thy prayers, O lady Virgin Theotokos,
that we may not perish for the increase of our sins;
protect us from all evil and cruel misfortune. For we put
our hope in thee, and honoring the feast of thy
Protection, we magnify thee.” (from the Orthodox Herald)

St. John was born in Bethsaida, Galilee. He was a son of
the fisherman Zebedee and Salome and the younger
brother of the Holy Apostle James (Mt. 4:21, Mk. 15:40,
16:1). At first John was the disciple of St. John the Baptist.
The appearance of Jesus Christ, Whom the Holy
Forerunner recognized as the Messiah, made an indelible
impression on John and he together with Apostle Andrew
followed Christ (Jn. 1:35-41). Subsequently (Mt. 4:21) he
became one of the most trusted disciples of the Savior as
the witness of the most important events of His life (Mt. 17:1;
26:37. Mk. 5:37) and especially as the beloved of all (Jn.
13:23; 19:26; 20:2; 21:20), and at the last supper he reclined
on the bosom of his Teacher (Jn. 13:23). ...

After the ascension of the Savior to heaven, St. John,
together with the Apostles Peter and James, preached the
word of God in Jerusalem and became a main leader of
Christians, a pillar of the Church (Gal. 2: 9). He lived in
Jerusalem up to the falling asleep of the Mother of God,
who was entrusted to his care by Jesus Christ (Jn. 19:26-
27.) After the falling asleep of the Mother of God, he
moved to the city of Ephesus in Asia Minor where he cared
not only for the Ephesians, but also on a broader scale for
the Asia Minor churches. ...

Subsequently "for the word of God and for the testimony
of Jesus Christ" he was seized in Rome and banished to
imprisonment on the island of Patmos (Rev. 1:9). There he
converted the inhabitants to Christ and received the great
revelation about the future destiny of the Church and the
world which is written in the "Apocalypse". Released from
exile, he settled in Ephesus where he watched over the life
of all the surrounding Churches. Up to the last days of his
life he gathered disciples around him, constantly inspiring
them to keep peace among themselves and to love each
other. With the passage of time he already became so weak
that he could not go to Christian gatherings by himself, ...
and his talks at the gatherings were limited to the words:
"children, love each other". The disciples, constantly hearing
the same thing from him, finally, asked him why he
constantly repeats the same thing to them, and the Holy
Apostle answered: "this is the commandment of the Lord
and if you observe it, then that is enough".

Besides the Apocalypse, Ap. John wrote a Gospel and
three general Epistles. After the profound teaching of the
preeternal existence of God the Word, St. John acquired the
